General Description:

The Associate Research Scientist will assist in the activities of the IVI Cholera Program whose mission is to control cholera through the deployment of vaccines in areas where the disease is endemic and in populations at risk for epidemics. The incumbent will be involved in surveillance studies and clinical trials to evaluate cholera vaccines and studies to develop access to cholera vaccines, including assessment of disease burden and strengthening disease surveillance.  The incumbent will participate in other field projects for cholera and other diseases supported by the International Vaccine Institute and/or its collaborating institutions.
Specific Responsibilities:

1. Participate actively in the IVI Cholera program by: 

a. Provisions for clinical trials and other projects including preparation and submission of necessary dossiers, documents and protocol to regulatory agencies and relevant scientific and ethics committees

b. Preparation of trial-related Standard Operating Procedures for conduct of clinical trials and other projects within the IVI cholera program

c. Develop training materials for IVI and local staff in the implementation of projects and studies

d. Support for development of cholera-related and other research projects including communication with in-country doctors as well as local staff.
e. Coordinate with other IVI staff and local Principal Investigators in the implementation of clinical trials

f. Ensure that IVI – sponsored clinical trials conform to protocol, SOPs, ICH-GCP guidelines and other pertinent regulatory guidelines.

g. Ensure adequate supervision of day to day activities of field projects and clinical trials. 

2. Participate in preparations for clinical trials of other vaccines and field projects of other diseases including preparation and submission of documents and protocol to relevant committees

3. Data collection and analysis of studies mentioned above

4. Participate in development, construction and writing of scientific papers for publication of research study results in English language peer-reviewed scientific journals.
5. Present and publish results of studies named above as co-author with other IVI scientific staff.
6. Participate in further learning activities and training in the field of vaccinology

7. Provide support for other IVI scientists in field work for other diseases in each country where needed.

M.D and Ph. D. or equivalent degree and medical and clinical training in the relevant fields required also at least 3 years experience in public health or medical clinical research is highly desirable.
