General Description:

Incumbent will be serving as African Typhoid Fever Program Coordinator responsible for the participation in the design, field implementation, technical support, evaluation, data analysis, result reporting and publication of findings from epidemiologic studies supported by the International Vaccine Institute and /or its collaborating institute. The scientist will coordinate all aspects of collaboration with other IVI scientists and staff where appropriate in order to benefit the mission and goals of the International Vaccine Institute. Other duties will include training and supervision for clinical components of IVI-supported investigations as well as assistance in expanding clinical epidemiologic research activities as they relate to IVI supported research. 

Specific Responsibilities:

Incumbent will be responsible for the planning, implementation of the assigned scientific research programs in Africa and Asia. Besides coordination for data collection, data analysis, report writing, and publication of research findings, the Incumbent will provide any additional technical support that is necessary for successful completion of the specific projects. All result compiled at the International Vaccine Institute will be summarized in publications from the IVI and widely cited peer-reviewed journals.

Incumbent will work together with other IVI scientists and staff whenever possible to develop study protocols (including all phases of investigation) and budgets for epidemiologic studies of priority disease as outlined in the IVI strategic plan, other IVI documents or meetings with IVI senior staff, visiting scientists and collaborating institutions. These high priority projects may also promote the development and/or introduction of new vaccines in countries or regions where an effective means of disease control may be achieved through the development or expansion of immunization programs.

Incumbent will support and coordinate technical cooperation during the conduct of additional epidemiologic studies supported by IVI and institutional collaborating scientists. Such support will include appropriate training and education of collaborating scientists and/or support staff. Incumbent will also provide support in the planning and implementation of programs intended to establish and strengthen research capabilities in developing countries, particularly those located in Asia.

Incumbent will perform other tasks or assist other IVI staff in projects that require epidemiologic scientific expertise and that are critical to the mission and goals of the International Vaccine Institute.

Required Qualifications :

M.D and Ph. D. or equivalent degree and medical and clinical training in the relevant fields required also at least 3 years experience in public health or medical clinical research is highly desirable.
