Epidemiologist influenza (Alert and Response Team) 

1. Assist WHO/Europe CDS with the programmatic implementation of influenza surveillance, and the analysis and interpretation of influenza surveillance data. 

2. Assist with the routine operations of the EuroFlu influenza surveillance platform and the preparation of the weekly EuroFlu surveillance report. 

3. Contribute to the publication of an annual summary of the 2009/2010 influenza season. 

4. Establish a system of informal surveillance whereby the WHO Europe Regional Office for Europe monitors national influenza surveillance and vaccine bulletins published on the web, and produce a weekly situation report that will be published regularly, as part of the EuroFlu bulletin or as part of other WHO/Europe communication products. 

5. Further develop WHO/Europe guidance for Member States in relation to establishing sentinel surveillance for influenza, suitable for monitoring pandemic as well as seasonal influenza and focussed on the surveillance of severe respiratory disease.

6. Provides programmatic support to Member States in the implementation of WHO/Europe guidance described in point 4, including during pandemic response missions and providing training of persons involved in that surveillance at national and sub-national level.

7. Assist Member States with the analysis, presentation and publication of data generated through influenza surveillance. 
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
